HARLAN — Vera Cecile
Bergloff, daughter of Martin and
Emma Myrtue ,was born on a
farm in Lincoln twp. in Shelby
county, on Jan. 23, 1916. She died
at Myrtue Memorial hospital in
Harlan, on June 21, 1977, at age 61
years, four months and 28 days.
Vera was baptized and confirmed
in the Lutheran church in Man-
ning. She attended country school
through the 8th grade and grew to
adulthood on her parent's farm.
She completed her education in
Harlan, graduating from the
Harlan Community high school in
1933. On Febr. 10, 1938,. she
married Robert P. Bergloff at the
Immanuel Lutheran church in
Harlan. Two children were born
to this union. After their
marriage, Mr and Mrs Bergloff
farmed in Lincoln twp. for seven
years. They then moved to
Tennant, and this was their home
until 1961 when they moved to
Harlan. This has been her home
since that time. Mrs Bergloff was
employed as a dental assistant for
Dr. Harold Caudill in Harlan for
14 years. She was a long time
member of the Immanuel
Lutheran church in Harlan and
was also a member of the B.P.O.
Does No. 23 of Atlantic.
