The transcription was typed {we undoubtedly use a
computer today) in camera ready format, and; 4. Proof read again.
Researchers comment positively about our notebooks full of clippings and
other materials unigue to Davis County. All of this work published or
prepared for holding in the library has been done by volunteers.

This brings me to the point of this article. We will be countinuing to
"walk"” the cemeteries this summer to prepare more townships for
publication. Even if you can't go when a group goes, 1t might be
possible for you or vou and another person to work on a cemetery by
yourselves. We always have indexing to do (if you have access to a
computer, its a lot easier). We are asking for ideas for projects for
the ITowa Sesquicentennial in 19%6. All of these activities will be done
by volunteers from the membership. We will ke goliciting vour help,
